pate in the life of the parish. They attend the
annual parish meeting and an annual vestry re-
treat. Itis possible, but unlikely, that addi-
tional special meetings will be called. Cur-
rently, many vestry members oversee a minis-
try, but Fr. Rick wants to move to a system in
which vestry members serve as liaisons and not
as committee chairpersons. Vestry members
might attend monthly committee meetings or
could serve as liaison by communicating with
the chairperson before or after a meeting.

As spiritual leaders, vestry members pray for
the parish. Vestry members also articulate the
vision and purpose or mission of the congrega-
tion. Vestry members help parishioners filter
their hopes and
presence and purpose. They also represent
the parish and its expression of the faith to the
public.

As leaders of the corporation, vestry members
are responsible for adopting and overseeing
the budget, making sure funds are raised, sala-
ries set, and insurance provided. They also
care for the buildings and grounds and attend
to other business details and concerns.

As partners with the rector and his staff, vestry
members form a team to promote and encour-
age the mission and ministry of All Saints.
Their position is one of giving strategic over-
sight and empowering others to accomplish the
ministry of the parish. They sometimes recruit
leaders for various committees. A vestry mem-
ber can remain involved in any area of parish
ministry, but this involvement is beyond the
scope of serving on the vestry.

Especially exciting for the incoming vestry will

be creating a strategic plan based on the

vision -building process that will take place in
2008. Fr. Rick will be recruiting a team of lead-
ers to engage the entire parish in discerning
Godds future for All Sa

LITURGICAL NOTES

Among the slight changes we have made in the
services is returning the Collect of the Day to the
celebrant. Although it is a rich and meaningful
experience to share the reciting of prayers in a
participatory fashion, certain prayers are speci-
fied to be spoken on behalf of the assembly by
one person. We do enjoy a liturgy with much ac-
tive participation by the entire congregation, with
responses and prayers especially written so that a
group can easily speak or sing them in unison.
The post-communion prayer is an example of
wording that is suited to group recitation. The
Collect of the Day is a succinct and poetic utter-
ance and, consequently, is not easily spoken in
unison. The word collect means words of prayer
collected and offered by one on behalf of all. We
all still actively pray by listening with an attentive
and devout heart, as we do in other parts of the
liturgy. Many of the collects were written in the
16™ century by Thomas Cranmer, the architect of
the Book of Common Prayer.

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LENTEN SERIES ON THE MDG s

As some of you may remember, a few months
ago | wrote a piece on the MDGs or Millennium
Development Goals which, to refresh your mem-

ory, are eight goals set in Sept. 2000 by the
United Nations General Assembly to be met by
the year 2015. They are 1) to eradicate extreme
poverty and hunger; 2) to achieve universal pri-

mary education; 3) to promote gender equality

and empower women; 4) to reduce child mortal-

ity; 5) to improve maternal health; 6) to combat
HIV/AIDS, malaria, and other diseases; 7) to en-
sure environmental sustainability; and 8) to enter

into global partnerships for development.

| also wrote back then that the Episcopal Church
had on its last General Convention adopted reso-
lutions making it a priority for the national church
to partner with other churches and other agen-
cies to contribute to the fulfillment of these goals
and that the Presiding Bishop, Katharine Jefferts
Schori had given her full support to this enter-
prise.

So, then, while brainstorming with Rick and
Daniel on an appropriate teaching series for this
Lent which is starting pretty soon (Ash Wednes-
day is February 6 ), the idea came to us to do
something with the MDGs. So, after doing some
research, | found an interesting six -week pro-
gram developed jointly by the Episcopal and Lu-
theran Churches, prepared especially for the up-
coming season of Lent, and thought this would be
an ideal Lenten practice for us at All Saints.

The title of the series is God&s Mi ssi o

World, and it is planned as a study guide on
global poverty and the Millennium Development

Goals (MDGs). It was designed to be used by
congregations and other groups who want to
broaden their understanding of global poverty

and become part of the worldwide movement
seeking to achieve the MDGs.

During the six weeks of Lent, we shall be examin-
ing Christian understandings of social justice,
global poverty, and how we can become in-
volved locally and globally in new and creative

ways in order to be increasingly mindful of our

interconnectedness.

We intend for the classes to be offered Wednes-
days from 10:30 to 12 noon. We would meet Feb-
ruary 13, 20, 27, March 5, 12, and 19, with a first
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meeting on Ash Wednesday (Feb. 6) for handing
out materials and a general discussion, which
would conclude with the Eucharist at noon. It
would be basically the same schedule we had for
our series on the Psal
time -wise, so should there be a preference for
other times, say in the afternoon, we could nego-
