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CHILDRENôS MINISTRY NEWS 
 

Godly Play is under way!  I have tidied up the 

Godly Play sanctuary for children, obtained new 

supplies, and have begun offering this 

imaginative and engaging doorway into the 

Christian tradition on Sunday mornings at 10:30.  

So far, children have had lessons about the Holy 

Family, Holy Baptism, and the Parable of the Good 

Shepherd.  Children 3 and up are welcome to join.  

We are happy to accommodate families who 

attend 9:15 worship and, at the 10:30 services, 

those who wish their children to rejoin them for 

communion, as well as those who will come for 

them at the end of the liturgy.  

 

My near term goals are to expand the circle of 

children, and to begin training volunteer teachers.  

There are two teachers in the Godly Play 

classroom, the story person and the door person.  

The first presents the dayõs lesson and wonders 

about it with the children, and the second 

welcomes children to the room, helps them join 

the circle, helps prepare the feast, and assists 

children with their creative òwork.ó  I will bring 

new teachers in as the doorperson, help them fall 

in love with the Godly Play approach, and, when 

they are ready, assist them in becoming 

storytellers.  I can guarantee that their own faith 

will be enriched as a result.   

 

I have cut back temporarily on my preaching and 

leading other worship services in order to 

facilitate the growth of this program, because I 

think it is such a gift to our children, as well as a 

key to the renewal of the parish.  I am hoping this 

year to train a minimum of four additional 

teachers, and will be providing ongoing support 

and enrichment for these leaders.  Training these 

volunteers will free me up to support the growth 

of other spiritually -enriching programs for adults 

and children.  

  

I am also pleased to welcome another member to 

our Sunday morning childrenõs team.  Sarah 

Chang is our new child care provider, and can be 

found in the nursery from 9:15 to 11:45.  Sarah 

worships with her family at the Pacific Grove 

Seventh-Day Adventist church on Saturday, which 

leaves her free to work here on Sunday.  She is an 

accomplished musician and outstanding young 

scholar.  Sheõll be absent February 3rd  and 10th, 

accompanying her physician father and others on 

a medical mission trip to Cambodia, but will 

resume regular service here on her return.

COMMISSIONING ALL SAINTS FOR GODõS FUTURE 

SEEKING GODôS MISSON ð OUR 
LENTEN DISCIPLINE  

 
The Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) are 

eight goals adopted in 2000 by all member states of 

the United Nations, including the United States. The 

goals are to, by 2015, cut extreme poverty and 

hunger in half, achieve universal primary education, 

promote gender equality and empower women, 

reduce child mortality, improve maternal health, 

combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases, 

ensure environmental sustainability, and create a 

global partnership for development.  

 

The Episcopal Church at General Convention 2006 

made the MDGs a mission priority, including 

committing 0.7% of its budget to achieving them, 

and asked dioceses and parishes to do the same.  

Presiding Bishop Katherine Jefferts Schori is making 

the Millennium Development Goals the centerpiece 

of the church's commitment to shalomñthe biblical 

vision of Godõs creation restored to its original 

harmony and justice. As she preached at her 

investiture on All Saints Day, 2006:  
 

"This church has said that our larger vision 

will be framed and shaped in the coming 

years by the vision of shalom embedded in 

the Millennium Development GoalséThat 

vision of abundant life is achievable in our 

own day, but only with the passionate 

commitment of each and every one of us. It 

is God's vision of homecoming for all 

humanity."

Which is bold and noble and true, but what does it 

have to do with us at All Saints?  Certainly our vestry 

and clergy could make it a goal to contribute 0.7% 

of our budget to realizing these goals ñit wouldnõt 

be painless and couldnõt be accomplished 

overnight, but making the decision to do it is simple.  

But why make the MDGs the focus of our Lenten 

program?  And why now?  

 

One reason is that Lent is a time for introspection 

and circumspection; it is a time to take stock and 

assess how thoroughly our lives express the total 

transformation of life that we are called to by our 

baptism into the death and resurrection of Jesus 

Christ.  This is often a matter of private devotion and 

discipline.  But this year we are being called to do 

this collectively.  The new Bishop of the Diocese of 

El Camino Real has declared 2008 to be a year for 

wondering about what God is asking us to do and to 

become as parishes and a diocese.  Moreover, our 

new Rector is convening a team to help him lead us 

in a process of discerning Godõs future for All Saints.  

As we go forth in prayer and conversation, asking 

the Holy Spirit to guide us to a new clarity about our 

mission as a parish, it will be helpful for us to begin 

by thinking about our mission in a larger context.  

 

Our Presiding Bishop is telling us that the real 

context for our mission is global.  This doesnõt mean 

that we at All Saints are expected to solve all the 

worldõs problems.  It does mean that our local vision 

for mission is interconnected with the mission of the 

whole Episcopal Church, which transcends our 

merely institutional interests and necessities.  By 

joining other Episcopal churches in responding to 

the Presiding Bishopõs call to take up the MDGs for 

our Lenten prayer and study, we are doing more 

than displaying our unity in a fractious time.  We are 

declaring that the very essence of our church is 

mission: Christõs healing, loving, reconciling 

mission to all humankind.  

 

As we engage in honest and critical reflection on our 

Christian lives, we could do worse than to apply 

Christõs standard of judgment, as found in the 25th 

Chapter of Matthew: òI was hungry and you gave me 

no food, I was thirsty and you gave me nothing to 

drink, I was a stranger and you did not welcome me, 

naked and you did not give me clothing, sick and in 

prison and you did not visit me.ó  While our 

compassionate concern and action should always 

begin with our close neighbors and local 

community, the MDGs remind us that in an age of 

interdependent global markets, communications, 

security and environmental risks, travel and 

migration, it shouldnõt end there. 

 

Our Lenten program begins with the Shrove 

Tuesday Supper, where any donations above the 

cost of the meal will go to benefit the MDG 

inspiration fund, which aims to raise $3 million to 

fight malaria and other preventable illnesses in 

Africa and Asia and to combat disease and provide 

basic health care in Latin America and the 

Caribbean.  It will continue with the observance of 

MDG Sunday on February 10 th, with a Wednesday 

morning class series (see Patriciaõs article in this

LENTEN SERIES ð A COURSE ON 
THE MDGôS 

 

February 13 th, the first Wednesday in Lent, from 

10:30-Noon, in Grant Hall, we will begin our first of 

six sessions of �*�R�G�·�V���0�L�V�V�L�R�Q���L�Q���W�K�H���:�R�U�O�G����This is the 

title of our class for Lent in which we will be 

exploring the Millennium Development Goals and 

how they relate to our life in Christ.  

 

The opening reflection for Session 1 of the class is a 

quote from Archbishop Desmond Tutu that 

eloquently summarizes our intent: òI donõt preach a 

social gospel; I preach the gospel period. The 

gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ is concerned for the 

whole person. When people were hungry, Jesus 

didnõt say, ôNow is that political or social?õ He said, ôI 

feed you,õ because the good news to a hungry 

person is bread.ó  

 

So, thatõs the emphasis of this class. We, as 

Christians living in the first world, have been asked 

by the Presiding Bishop and by General Convention 

to focus on the attainment of the MDGõs by the year 

2010. But beyond their being a set of goals 

established by the United Nations in 2000, and 

beyond their being endorsed by our National 

Church, the MDGs bring to the fore the Christian 

imperative to become increasingly aware of what 

goes on in the world around us ñboth far and near. It 

behooves us, if we are to truly live by the Good 

News of Jesus Christ, to be concerned with the fate 

of our fellow human beings who subsist under 

unthinkable conditions of hunger, deprivation, 

violence, and abuse. As Jesus also said, we may 

always have the poor among us, but even if 

completely eradicating poverty is not possible in 

this life, itõs still possible to do many things right 

where we are. Itõs part of our mission as Christians 

to continue the work of bringing in the kingdom of 

God.  

 

So part of what we will learn together in this class is 

about conditions in different parts of the world and 

of how even a small effort on our part can make a 

huge difference for so many. Sometimes we become
